2. The school must be operated in accordance with the provisions of the Right of Children to Free and
Compulsory Education Act, 2009 ( Annexure -1) and Maharashtra RTE Rules, 2011 (Annexure-2)
3. The School will admit children belonging to the weaker and deprived groups in the nearby vicinity up to 25%
of the total intake capacity of 1* standard and impart them free and compulsory primary education. Further the
school will also comply the same in pre-primary standards.
4. The school shall maintain a bank account for the purpose of receiving reimbursement under section 12(2) of
the Act, in respect of the children mentioned in paragraph 3.
5. The school/institution shall not collect any capitation fees or screen children/parents for admission.
! 6. No child shall be denied admission on the basis of proof of age, caste, religion, gender, disability, or any othet
discriminatory grounds.
7. (i) Once admitted, no child shall be held back in the same class or expelled from the school until the
. rompletion of elementary education.
\ii) No child shall be subjected to physical punishment or mental harassment. =
(iii) No child shall be required to attend any board examination before the completion of elementary education.
(iv) Every child who has completed primary education shall be given certificate as prescribed under rule 23.
(v) Students with disabilities / special needs shall be included in accordance with the provisions of the Act.
(vi) Teachers shall be appointed who possess minimum qualifications prescribed under section 23(1) of the Act
Provided further that teachers who do not possess the minimum quallﬁcatior}‘ﬁr;fpﬁ'e date of commencement ¢
the Act shall have to acquire such minimum qualification within the period of S-dears. ;
(vii) Teachers shall perform the duties specified in section 24 (1) of the Act, aﬁ'd ,,:
